Background

The Mekong region comprises of 5 countries namely, Thailand, Lao PDR, Vietnam,
Cambodia and Myanmar (CLMVT). There are more than 150 million people in the region,
whose livelihoods depend on the Mekong River. In the environmental front, conflicts are
known to have arisen from upstream activities that bring about hydrological changes,
threaten the ecology and biodiversity of fish species, damage reefs and the fragile
ecosystem, as well as reduce fish yields and ruin the livelihoods of farming and fish
communities. The discharges of domestic, industrial and agricultural wastewaters,
untreated or partially treated, into the Mekong River also result in serious water pollution
problems such as reduced dissolved oxygen in the water body and accommodation of
toxic substances in fish and the ecological system. The need for human resources
development draws attention to the role of educational institutions in the region’s
development. This is linked to HRD and the need for research in the areas of vital
importance to social, economic and political development, and the dissemination of
information and intellectual assets.

Qualifications

Participants for this course should:

1. be nominated by their respective governments in accordance with procedures

for application stipulated in 11-1 below;

2. be under forty-five (45) years of age;

3. hold minimum a university degree, or equivalent in environment,
__environmental engineering, or related fields;

4. be persons who are engaged in environment management, wastewater

treatment management and related field; '

5. have minimum three (3) years work experience in research, and/or be

officers who responsible in the field of wastewater treatment;

6. have sufficient command of spoken and written English;

7. be in good health, both physically and mentally, to complete the course. For

this reason, pregnancy is considered not appropriate for the course; and

8. have a medical certificate issued by an authorized physician. This form is

also attached to the Application Form.
